Getting Your Astra in Gear for eFECS
Access to “eFECS Effort Report” is managed through ASTRA. The project team pre-loaded ASTRA authorizations for FEC Coordinators from Management Accounting and Analysis’s (MAA) existing coordinator and administrator lists (one per department). Departments may add additional FEC coordinators as needed.  
HOW DO I GET ACCESS?
If you need access to the system, contact your department’s ASTRA authorizer. To find the authorizer(s) who can grant you access, login to ASTRA and click on the “Who can authorize me” tab:  http://ucs.admin.washington.edu/astra/ 
HOW DO I GRANT ACCESS?
