Important News Regarding the 1/1/11 - 6/30/11 Reporting Cycle and eFECS Biennium Fix

IF you printed FECS before August 15 and did salary transfers AFTER 6/30/11 you should compare the affected printed effort reports to the online effort report to ensure that all transactions were included on the printed form. 

In mid-August we alerted FEC Coordinators that they should stop processing their FECs to give the eFECS Project Team time to fix two bugs involving clinical salary and salary transfers.   Because of the delay, the deadline for submitting FECs to MAA has been extended to October 5, 2011.  

NOTE: MAA is receiving some incorrect effort reports that were printed before the fixes were in place. It is important to check the date FECs were printed before sending them to faculty for certification.
